ART 080 BEGINNING CERAMICS –STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES AND ASSESSMENT METHODS

1. Create ceramic forms using both pottery wheel and hand building techniques.

Assessment: Work created by students will be analyzed to determine if the two methods of wheel forming (cylinder and bowl) and the three methods of hand building (pinch-coil-slab) have been used. Does the work exhibit an understanding of pottery form? Does the work show attention to detail? How clearly are the forms delineated? Is there a level of control in the forming process?

2. Utilize learned skills and studio equipment to create finished ceramic pieces.
Assessment: Work created by students will be analyzed with an emphasis on the technical aspect of how well the glaze was applied and if the decoration works with the forms. (Does it compliment or detract? How well is the top and bottom of each piece finished off?)

3. Explain the terminology of the various states of clay and the stages of ceramic finishing.
Assessment: A vocabulary test will be given.
