ANTHROPOLOGY 1 - INTRODUCTION TO PHYSICAL ANTHROPOLOGY 

1. Use the scientific method to evaluate the evidence for evolution

2. Apply knowledge of genetics and evolutionary forces to analyze diversity in modern human populations

3. Explain the relevance of non-human primate anatomy and behavior for understanding human anatomy and behavior

ANTHROPOLOGY 1L – PHYSICAL ANTHROPOLOGY LABORATORY

3. Evaluate human biological diversity through the application of forensic analysis to the human skeleton.

4. Compare primate anatomy and behavior through the examination of skeletal material and direct observation of primate behavior.

1. Describe the diversity of cultures in the world

2. Apply holistic analysis to social phenomena

3. Use a holistic perspective to teach others about a culture other than their own

4. Analyze the relationship between the individual and the social group

5. Display appreciation for the value of different cultures and awareness of what we learn from them

6. Discuss the dynamic nature of culture and processes of culture change

1. Apply the anthropological perspective of holism and cultural relativism to cross-cultural religious practices and beliefs

2. Synthesize concepts from multiple readings, class discussions, and lectures in describing and interpreting cultural religious practices
