Guidelines for Writing a Proposal

Look at proposal packets that other artists have done.

Look at applications for projects and their requirements.

For this class, please include:

Project Title and your name
                 Or just EcoArt Project Proposal if you have no title yet

Lead Statement:  about 25-50 words

     A riveting introductory statement describing the essence of your project.  Use a meaningful quote or statistic, poetic metaphor, etc. Be clear, concise, and compelling.

Mission Statement:

     A passionate statement that establishes the NEED for such a project,. its larger philosophical, historical or contextual framework if applicable. 

Project Description:
     A detailed descripton of  intended artwork, including relevant environmental facts or information you have researched related to the problems you are addressing and how you plan to go about it. You could include visual documentation, and if applicable:

         the site (if installation) or size of work 

         materials, including research on materials you have done

         community considerations, i.e. permits? 

         technical assistance or skills needed (possible collaboration?).

         TIMELINE.  Time to collect materials, build, preparations for gallery installation

         VISUALS:  Drawings, photographs, video or other visuals of proposed idea

         Sometimes a 3D model of projected sculpture may be requested

Objectives

       What are you trying to achieve? ( Description tells HOW you will achieve them.)

 Include long term impact, which you may also say in your mission statement.
Budget   A summary of expenses.  

       Materials, documentation, transportation, etc.

Resume, biographies of participating artist/s

      Take into consideration where and what you are applying for, and refer to past projects that relate, or give evidence of your experience. Visual documentation is crucial.
      *Usually a set of slides, but that is changing now to digital 

     *Resume, brief bio and artist statement

Letters of support. 
  If accepted, models may be built, or construction on actual project can proceed.
