Laney College Assessment Planning, 2009-2012

REQUIREMENT

According to Accreditation Commission on Community and Junior Colleges, all community colleges are expected to have assessed student learning outcomes (SLOs) for all courses and programs and used the results for improvement by 2012.  This means the Laney College team has three years to assess all course, program and institutional outcomes.  

PLAN

Laney College will assess courses and programs in a recurring 3-year cycle.

Departments are expected to assess one third (1/3) of their SLOs for courses and programs each year so that all of the SLOs have been assessed at least once by Spring 2012. Each department may decide on its own schedule for getting this done.

SLOs should have already been written for all courses and programs. If they are not complete, complete them this year. Stipends are no longer being award for completing SLOs.

Fall assessment results are due by the end of the following January. For example, results from Fall 2009 are due at the end of January 2010.  Spring 2010 assessment results are due by mid-June 2010 or by the end of August 2010 at the latest. Submit your assessment results using TaskStream. (If you do not know how to use TaskStream, contact SLO Assessment Coordinator, Cheli Fossum at mfossum@peralta.edu to attend TaskStream training.).  

Complete the attached Assessment Plan Form and send to your dean, mfossum@peralta.edu, and cblue@peralta.edu no later than Sept 21, 2009. Copies of the completed forms will be kept for reference on the Laney SLO Reporting website:  http://www.laney.peralta.edu/SLOreporting
Enter the “assessment plan” for the course(s) and program(s) in TaskStream for Fall 2009 by October 15, 2009.  Be sure to keep notes from your assessment related meetings because the notes will serve as evidence of your dialogue and discussion (—a requirement of Laney and ACCJC).  Submit these notes in TaskStream or send them to the SLO Assessment Coordinator at mfossum@peralta.edu.

RELEVANCE

Quality assessment efforts are essential to the curriculum review process that shall take place this Fall 2009.  Together, assessment and curriculum review will ensure a stronger program review process scheduled Spring 2010.  Each one of these efforts require substantive discussions among colleagues about the outcomes, assessment methods and tools, and review of (and improvement-related decisions about the) assessment results and other relevant statistical data and qualitative information.  Another benefit of this on-going assessment is that it renders more explicit course and program expectations for students.  For many Laney students, their first experience with clear outcomes results from your efforts as you discuss and place those learning outcomes in syllabi, on-line web sites... Collectively, we are preparing them for success and to self-initiate their learning!
