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	Assessment Methods

	Define and describe fixed cost, variable and mixed cost, and how these costs behave with different levels of production.

	Objective multiple choice and essay exam questions in the students define the main costs of production and calculate fixed, variable and mixed costs using different units of production.

	Define cost allocation and explain how cost objects, cost pools, and cost drivers are used to assign overhead.


	Objective multiple choice and essay exam questions in which the student identifies how cost behavior affects various levels of production


	Prepare a departmental production report analyzing all cost of production, transferred-out goods and cost of good sold.
	Analytical exam question in which students analyzed the cost of production by account type and identifies and summarize the total cost of production, as well as the cost of finished goods, and of cost of good sold.
