	Students will operate and obtain useful data from industry standard energy survey tools, measuring the effects of physical factors on residential building performance
	We will use instructor verification of lab set-up, oral presentation of data, and in-class critique.



	Students will evaluate existing conditions and propose solutions prioritized by level of benefit demonstrating mastery of the core objective concepts.
	We will use oral presentation with in-class critique, and quizzes



	Students will be able to use consumer level energy analysis software, and evaluate the applicability of the programs’ output.
	We will use instructor evaluation of software output, and self-corrected group analysis coupled with oral presentation of results.



	Students will recognize and practice good customer service behaviors.
	Working in groups, students will make and self-evaluate presentations to simulate situations in a professional/client relationship.
