	Graded checklist that analyzes students’ ability to recognize and write these three components of an essay.
	90% of the students will be able to demonstrate their ability to write appropriate thesis statements, topic sentences and arguments.

	5. Write more clearly and grammatically with greater focus.

	Rubric that keeps track of students’ sentence structure and grammar errors in their essays over the course of the semester.
	80% of the students will show fewer sentence structure and grammar errors in their written work by the end of the semester.

	6. Avoid plagiarism by summarizing, paraphrasing, quoting and citing outside sources. 

	Graded checklist that specifically takes into account these four skills in students’ final, multi-draft, documented essay on the Color of Water.
	90% of students get a grade of “C” or higher on the final draft of their documented essay on the Color of Water.
