	2. Evaluate the economic institutions and processes in the U.S. and compare them with those in use elsewhere.
	Use of current literature and periodicals to frame the role of the US economy in the world.

	3. Analyze social and political phenomena that have continued importance in any economy, such as the role of the government in an economy, long run economic growth, poverty, environmental policy, and international trade.
	Multiple, including use of models and graphs extensively in class and on-line exercises with dynamic graphing tools and assessemnts

	4. Use knowledge of economics to conceptualize and analyze news items and articles.
	Embedded assignments such as short response essay and pop quiz on current event topics discussed in class

	5. Identify, analyze, and interpret data for trends. Construct graphs from given data.

	Multiple, including use of models and graphs extensively in class and on-line exercises with dynamic graphing tools and assessemnts

	6. Differentiate between fiscal and monetary policy and analyze their applications to our daily lives.
	Use web-based tools to have students retrieve data from the Federal Reserve and other governmental sources for comparison and contrast.
