2. collect evidence 



- each ILO will have a sheet or have handouts


 
- have 5 flip charts (reinforces evidence) 



- use post-its so other people can read/share



- a table at each station



- have one of us per station, w/marker 



- banner above station (IMC creates banners) 



- we should also question what kind of assessment method
 



- after 20 mins or so, participants find a different table 



- each station has activities - eg: what courses map to this ILO?


- have a wrap up or gallery walk to see what others have written


- have some motivation for participants?

- Some RULES:



- do we have to map each SLO to an ILO? No, as long as there's one SLO mapped, then it shows course is mapped to ILO - can map to any number of ILOs per course


- we questioned if it was possible for one SLO to map to more than 1 ILO - Cheli called to check and the answer was YES.

Some questions/considerations to ask at each ILO station:

- which course maps to ILO?


- How will you assess?


- how will we word our questions and explanations especially to include classified/other areas that don't have courses to map


- don't even have to know specifically what your SLOs are - just have to think about how your course fits the ILOs

Equipment/handouts needed:


-large post-its


- flip charts


- markers



- camera to take photos of charts at end of session


- something to take away with them in order to remember what they came up with, eg: some kind of worksheet

Workflow:

- an LAC member will be a facilitator to lead discussion at each station


- try not to put folks on the spot - give them opportunity to speak up first


- eg: "What do you DO in your class to documen this?"


- during intro, give handout that has ILOs, so participants could be 



choosing which station to attend
