- Report on assessment for ACCJC Midterm Report:


 - reporting format has changed - we're obliged to align our assessment data w/what was expected of us 10 yrs ago


- we need to be demonstrating evidence of integration of assessment results w/school practices and priorities


- e.g: how is the data integrated w/assessment - it has to do w/our proficiency status

- In looking at the questionnaire forms and our available data/evidence, though we have some examples, there are not widespread results

- we have a lot of blank spaces 

- there will be a lot of moaning when time to fill in report

- where are they included in the stats/count?

- Perhaps we should tally during 3-year cycle - so many courses taught and so many reviewed - more accurate reporting

- How are programs in TaskStream, that are not being taught, used in their stats? 

- What if course is in process of being deactivated, so it's not being taught, are they still/probably being counted?
