Class dates are Tues and Thurs from 6:00-8:15. This is a nine week class
The text: The Ultimate Guide to Plumbing,by Merle Henkenius.  
A second book to use as a reference is Code Check Plumbing, the latest edition.  It is not a requirement, though, to purchase this.

Outcomes:  Students will learn plumbing codes, materials and techniques associated with residential piping for gas, Drain Waste and Vent (DWV), and domestic water supply.  Students will have three projects: run steel gas piping with a small group, size and run ABS-DWV piping with a small group, and individually run copper water piping. Very little time will be devoted to setting trim such as sinks or toilets; the book is quite good at that.  Tools supplied by the College will be drills, pipe threading equipment, cutters, torches, solder, wrenches and ladders. Tools supplied by students will be hand tools including tape measures, pencils/pens, hammers, and any wrenches or cutters that you wish to use as personal equipment.

This is a class that shows what is going on behind the walls and under the floor.  This class will help you prepare for basic rough and final plumbing inspections as well as help you troubleshoot problems and understand remodeling concepts.  Beyond these outcomes, students will learn to safely operate electrical power tools; to learn jobsite safety; to identify fittings and their applications; and work in a small group. 

Week 1 will be safety and gas line loads.

Week 2  and 3 will be running and testing gas lines.

Week 4,5 and 6 will be DWV systems

Week 7 and 8 will be water system

Week 9 will be setting trim.

There will be a quiz after each section:  gas, DWV, and water.  There will also be a final.  Each quiz counts as 10% of your grade, the final counts as 30%. Class project/participation will count for the remaining 40%, graded on a 1-5 scale with 5 being the best.
If you have 3 unexcused classes your final grade will be dropped by one:  that is, if you would/should be getting a “B” from your tests and participation, if you miss three classes your final grade will be a “C”. There are no plusses or minuses as grades
