9. Describe surgical and medical procedures that may be used in having an abortion by trimester.

10. Discuss issues relevant to abortions including illegal abortion, shared responsibility, pregnancy risk taking, abortion laws, and factors that influence a woman’s decision to have an abortion.

11. Discuss the emotional effects of abortion on both women and men.

12. Compare the beliefs of individuals who hold strong pro-choice values with those individuals who are anti-abortion.

13. Discuss ethnic differences in views toward abortion.

14. Compare the different emotional and physical reactions to pregnancy from both a female and male perspective.

15. Discuss how sexual interaction may be affected during pregnancy.
