	Assessment Methods

	Create lidded forms and plates using either the pottery wheel or hand building methods


	An examination of the work produced by the student to fulfill these requirements. Work to be judged on the precision of fit of the lid to bottom-and the formal integration of the lid and bottom. How much attention is paid to the finishing of each piece. Are the plates well made –are rims stable after firing-are the formal elements working together. Does the glazing-decoration add to or detract from the finished pieces.



	Decorate ceramic forms using slips or underglazes. Use decoration that interacts with the surface of the forms-stamping-carving-inlaid slip.
	An examination of the work produced by the student to fulfill these requirements. How carefully was the slip applied-thickness and timing. Were the 3 types of surface decoration used. Was the decoration done in a controlled manner. Does the decoration enhance the form.



	Demonstrate knowledge of the effects of heat upon ceramics, and how heat is measured during a firing.
	A test will be given that focuses on what happens to clay as it heats up-how pyrometric cones work and the cones are numbered in relation to heat measurement.
