	Analysis of exam questions regarding structure and function.  Multiple choice, short answer and essay questions will be examined.  Selected questions this semester were short answer, regarding identification of tissues, locations of tissues and their functions (questions 8-15 on Lab Practical Exam 1, worth a total of 27 points).  Students were required to look in the microscope, name the tissue by both major type and subtype, list locations where the tissue type is found in the body and give functions for the tissue, spelling must be correct and terminology clear and anatomically specific
	At least 75% of students will answer the exam questions regarding structure and function correctly, and use clear wording that a medical patient could understand.
	87% of students answered the selected exam questions at the C level or above, demonstrating adequate understanding of structure and function, and using clear wording; 77% of students were at the B level or above; 50% were at the A level
	A large majority of students seem comfortable with the selected questions regarding structure and function, and are able to express the information clearly on exams.  Methods of instruction appear to be working as expected, no specific instructional changes are planned at this time.

	Synthesize information, think independently and critically, and reason through new material in a way that not only reflects facts learned about a particular topic but also an understanding of the overall structure and function of the human body.
	Analysis of exam questions that require synthesis.  Essay questions will be examined.  This semester a 10-point essay question was used, “Name 5 joints of the body.  For each joint describe one type of movement that occurs there.  For example:  atlantoaxial joint – rotation of head.”  Students were required to use specific anatomical and physiological terminology and spell terms correctly
	At least 75% of students will score at least 5 out of 10 points on essays synthesizing information.
	83% of students scored 5 points or better; 70% of students scored 7 or better; 50% scored 8 or better
	A majority of students were able to synthesize various aspects of what they were taught about joints and demonstrate an understanding of how joints relate to the overall structure and function of the human body.  Methods of instruction appear to working as expected, no specific instructional changes are planned at this time.
