67. Provides barrier to antibiotic action, like vancomycin in Gram negative cells. 

68. They have the ability to “pump out” antimicrobials targeted towards bacterial cells.

69.  They help positively charged molecules and nutrients uptake inside bacterial cell.

70.   They act as “molecular fingerprints” during bacterial cell identification.

71.  Represented as a tetrapeptide component of Gram negative peptidoglycan structure.

72. Alternatively referred to as endotoxin, are released upon cell death
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
