	Define and correctly use terminology in regard to structure and function of the human body, and explain issues of structure and function in a way that a medical patient could understand.
	Analysis of exam questions regarding structure and function.  Multiple choice, short answer and essay questions will be examined.  This semester 10 multiple choice questions on a range of topics were examined.  Students were required to give one correct answer out of 5 possible choices, typically including possibilities such as “all of the above” or “both a and b.”   Two essay questions were examined for clear wording (see examples below)
	At least 75% of students will answer the exam questions regarding structure and function correctly, and use clear wording that a medical patient could understand.
	76% of students scored 70% or better on the selected multiple choice questions.  85% of students used clear wording in their essays.
	A large majority of students seem comfortable with the selected questions regarding structure and function, and are able to express the information clearly on exams.  Methods of instruction appear to be working as expected, no specific instructional changes are planned at this time.

	Synthesize information, think independently and critically, and reason through new material in a way that not only reflects facts learned about a particular topic but also an understanding of the overall structure and function of the human body.
	Analysis of exam questions that require synthesis.  Essay questions will be examined.  This semester two essay questions were examined:  “Robert went to the dentist for a filling, and the dentist injected a local anesthetic to block any pain the procedure might cause.  Explain how the anesthetic’s blockage of Na+ channels stops pain impulses from being transmitted to the brain.”  “Lucy, a student at Laney College, has the flu.  She has been unable to eat or drink, and has been vomiting.  Explain two aspects of homeostasis that have been disturbed by Lucy’s illness.  Which body systems will respond?”  Students were required to answer questions clearly in logical order using specific anatomical and physiological terminology, and use correct spelling.
	At least 75% of students will score at least 5 out of 10 points on essays synthesizing information.
	85% of students scored 5 out of 10 or better; 68% of students scored 7 out of 10 or better.
	A majority of students were able to synthesize various aspects of what they were taught about the role of Na+ in nerve impulses and homeostasis and demonstrate an understanding of how these topics relate to the overall structure and function of the human body.  Methods of instruction appear to working as expected, no specific instructional changes are planned at this time.
