	1. Analysis of selected exam question in which students prepare a financial statement including the income statement, balance sheet, and statement of retained earnings using the multiple step and single step formant.


	2. Recognize the information conveyed in each of the basic financial statement and what it means from a user, decision maker perspective.
	2.  Financial Accounting Research Project were the student research and analyzed their financial statements and what it conveys to the user such as an investor, and to the decision maker such as a company manager.


	3.  Using accrual method of accounting, identify investing and financial transactions to measure the performance of a business and demonstrate how they are reported and analyzed.
	3.  Objective exams questions in which students identify investing and financial transactions and how these transactions affect a company performance.  


	4.  Compute and interpret profitability, liquidity and solvency ratios.
	4.  Financial Accounting Research Project in which students analyze the financial statement of a corporation by computing profitability, liquidity and solvency ratios.
