	3.  Using computer accounting software, prepare a company’s payroll and prepare the payroll register and appropriate journal entries.
	3. Lab assignments or quiz in which the student will enter employee information and prepare payroll reports. 


	4.  Demonstrate the ability to set up new customers, vendors and employees using computer accounting software.
	4.  Lab assignment in which the student demonstrate the ability to create new or edit customer, vendor and employee information.
