	2.  Modify and manage tables to ensure that data is accurate and up-to-date
	Analysis of student assignments/projects/case studies/tests in which they demonstrate proficiency in modifying and managing database tables .

	3.  Perform queries to assist with decision-making
	Analysis of student assignments/projects/case studies/tests in which they demonstrate proficiency in performing queries.
