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Students will identify health and safety risks associated with hazardous materials
Class participation, tests using pictures for visual identification. Outside homework

Students will explain the need for using proper insulation techniques for energy conservation 
Identification of materials and samples for tactile manipulation. Proper installation wall assessment.

Students will explain energy efficient building techniques
In class review of student presentations.

Students will identify weatherization materials and methods
Class participation, testing and producing a sample board.

Students will compose an energy efficient home savings plan and checklist
In class presentation and review of the completed plan and checklist 

Students will implement building envelope air sealing including weather stripping doors and windows 
In class evaluation and proper application of weather stripping and proper weatherization practices

Students will conduct building envelope assessment tests including  blower door testing and interpret results.
In class review and correlation of implementation and test results of energy saved.
