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	1. use the dictionary to look up possible spellings, pronunciation and stress of words overheard in conversation. 
	Success defined as at least 70% accuracy on dictionary test questions and dictionary search exercises.


	2. use the dictionary to discover other information about new words, including usage, parts of speech, synonyms, homophones and so on.  


	Success defined as at least 70% accuracy on dictionary test questions and dictionary search exercises.


	3.  spell 1000 common and academic English words learned throughout the semester.


	Success defined as at least 70% accuracy on quizzes and test dictated by the instructor.  Words for the exams will be randomly taken from the body of words studied.


	4. distinguish phonics (rule-based) words from sight (non-rule-based) words.


	Success defined as at least 70% accuracy distinguishing phonics from sight words on test questions, minimal pair activities and spelling dictations.



There should be 3-8 outcomes for each course.
