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	1. Students will be able to effectively follow the steps in the writing process: pre-writing, writing, revising, editing.


	We used essay #3, Fall 2007 to assess this SLO.  We collected data from 4 sections of Writing 5.  The data used were students’ outlines and drafts 1, 2 & 3 of their essays.  We kept track of how many students followed each step using the attached tally sheet.
	90% of the students will be able to follow the steps in the writing process in order to  complete their essays with a final grade of C or higher.
	Of the four sections that participated in the assessment of this SLO, two sections completed all the steps in the writing process and two sections skipped step 3, the peer evaluation of the 1st draft.  In the two sections that followed all the steps, 4 students got failing grades (D or F) on the final draft of the essay.  In the two sections that skipped step 3, 7 students got failing grades on the final draft.

Of the 109 students who completed a final draft, 90% got a grade of C or higher, which meets our criteria for success. 
	The data show that the 2 sections that did not have time to do step 3, the peer evaluation of the first draft, had more final essay grades below 70 points.  The questions is:  why didn’t 2 sections of Writing 5 have time to complete all the steps?  Is there a problem with the amount of material that needs to be covered in the course in a semester?  Is it a question of rethinking our priorities?   Our plan is to sit down and discuss these questions. If it’s a problem of priorities, we need to talk about what material and activities are most  important for the students in Writing 5.

	2. Students will be able to avoid plagiarism by summarizing, paraphrasing, quoting and citing outside sources. 


	We used the final draft of essay #5, documented essay, to assess this SLO.  We compiled the data using the attached questionnaire and tally sheet. 
	90% of the students will be able to adequately summarize, paraphrase or directly quote a passage from an outside source and cite the source correctly.
	There were 104 students who turned in the final draft of essay #5.  Here are the results of the questions we asked about each skill:

- Of the 21 students who wrote a summary, 95% wrote a good or average summary.

- Of the 88 students who paraphrased a passage, 94% wrote good or average paraphrases.

- Of the 103 students who quoted a passage directly, 90% wrote a good or average quote.  

- 88% of the students cited their summaries, paraphrases and quotations correctly always or usually.


	The students seem to have understood how to summarize, paraphrase, directly quote and cite the source in a documented essay.  No recommendations or plans for re-assessing our teaching methods that pertain to this SLO at this time since students understand how to avoid plagiarism by performing these documentation skills adequately.
