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Student Learning Outcomes

By the end of the semester, successful students will, with at least 70% accuracy, demonstrate the ability to:

1. Spell 1000 common English words (800 phonics and 200 sight words) learned throughout the semester.

2. Distinguish phonics (rule-based) words from sight (non-rule-based) words.

3. Spell new words using phonics rules, “sound out” skills (segmenting and blending phonemes), word parts (prefixes, suffixes and word roots) and semantic and contextual clues.

4. Use both vocabulary and dictionary skills to spell, pronounce, define, conjugate and use correct word forms and unfamiliar words.
