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	Students will be able to clearly explain sustainable and green building concepts and principles.
	We will use a  assessment center type method, working in groups, students will make and self-evaluate presentations to simulate situations in a professional/client relationship.

	Students will analyze effects of building-related decisions on the Earth’s systems resources from the material studied.
	We will use in-class self-corrected quizzes and two graded written assignments.

	Based on their own experiences of areas of inequity, students will demonstrate an ability to identify the core issues in environmental justice, and develop possible solutions.
	We will use oral presentation, either individually or in teams, with in-class critique.

	Students will refine their career interests and goals, and will be prepared to plan their own future green employment.
	We will assess students progress based on written documentation.

	Students will describe the characteristics of sustainable technological and economic systems.
	We will use oral presentation with in-class critique and written assignments.
