Assessment Timeline – Narrative Form

Due May 20, 2008
If you would prefer to complete your assessment plan in a narrative form or give more detail, feel free to do so here instead of using the above form. You may answer the following questions instead. Use as much space as you like. (Note that only one version of the assessment timeline is required – you choose which version you prefer.)

1. Explain how and when all of your course SLOs will be developed. State how many or what percentage of course SLOs you will complete each semester until they are all complete.
SLOA is proceeding with the core curriculum first (Intro, Childhood, Social, Human Sexuality) and any remaining courses will be added when those are complete (e.g., Abnormal).  In addition, our non-credit 501 course, Perspectives on Aging Issues, has outcomes in place and an assessment plan is in progress.  Courses in the psychology department that have not been offered during the past 3 years will be deactivated.
2. Explain how and when you will determine the appropriate assessment methods for course SLOs. State how many or what percentage you will complete each semester until they are finished.

An initial determination of appropriate assessment methods will be supported by the American Psychological Association’s document outlining outcomes for undergraduate psychology courses, from which no more than 3 outcomes per class will be selected.  Those selections will be shared with all faculty who teach those courses for feedback, that feedback will be incorporated and a second draft circulated, if necessary.  See table on preceding page for details on the completion percentages.
3. Explain your plan for assessment of course SLOs in your department. State how many or what percentage of courses will undergo assessment each semester.

4. How many degree or certificate programs does your department offer? List them.
Psychology does not have a degree or certificate program at this time.  Instead, psychology is included in the set of “social sciences” within which Laney provides an AA degree.  These disciplines include anthropology, economics, geography, history, political science, psychology, and sociology, from which a student must select a minimum of 20 units (with the option of including any course from Area 2 of the Associate Degree General Education Course List)
.  Defining the program outcomes for an AA degree in Social Sciences will require the collaboration and cooperation of faculty in each of the disciplines mentioned. Unfortunately, not all of these disciplines are included in the recently formed social and behavioral sciences cluster of departments.  As a consequence, it will be necessary to engage faculty outside the cluster (geography, economics, anthropology) in the dialogue that is essential to determining what our program outcomes will be and how they will be assessed.  Since this degree of collaboration is new to us, it is likely that coming to an agreement on these matters will take somewhat (if not considerably) longer than it would otherwise. We have not yet begun these discussions.
5. When will your program outcomes be completed for each of your degrees/certificates? When will they be posted on your department’s website?
Not having consulted with the entire faculty involved in this decision, my best guess is that this is unlikely to be settled before the end of the 2009 spring semester.  Hopefully, we will have made substantive progress before the accreditation review team arrives in March 2009.
6. When will you start assessing program outcomes? How many will you assess each semester?

Since social sciences program outcomes are unlikely to be completed before the end of spring 2009, my best guess is that we will begin assessing these outcomes in fall 2009.  As such, I will not venture to guess how many outcomes will be assessed each semester.  This will be determined during the dialogue that is intended to begin fall 2008.
