	1.- Recognize the Spanish Sound System.


	After hearing the explanation of the different sounds of Spanish Phonetic System, students will have to repeat sentences and then write them on the board. 

	70% of students will be able to understand the sound system and master the sounds b-, v-; c-, s-, z-; g-, j-; h-; que-, qui-; y –ll, and difficult sounds like r-, -rr-; in Spanish. 30 % of the students will have problems distinguishing the Spanish sounds and will need assistance during the semester to master the Phonetic System

	2.- Have simple conversations with others in Spanish.


	The students will receive a set of 10-15 oral questions on every chapter. The questions will include the vocabulary and grammar studied. Students have to practice with other students. They have to come in front of the class and ask each other 5-7 oral questions. Oral skits.
	70% of students will be able to ask and answer questions to each other with correct grammar and vocabulary.
30 % of the students will need assistance from notes or from the teacher (with minor errors).

	After having had oral drills,

listening & comprehension practice, reading exercises, and grammar tests during one semester, students will start to internalize the Spanish language. They will be able to speak, asking and answering simple questions without translating and having simple conversations.

The presentation could be videotaped by the Instructor or filmed by the students and presented in the class


	60 % of students will be able to speak, asking and answering questions, and having simple conversations in Spanish with correct grammar and pronunciation; 20% will speak in Spanish with minor mistakes; 20% will need further tutoring and assistance.

Every group will choose a topic and prepare it in class under the supervision of the Instructor. The instructor can also assign / suggest 

the topic for the video.
