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Student Learning Outcomes:

Most visits by students and employees to the health clinic to do not require a  return visit so the only SLO we have had for this last year was for the Tuberculosis Test which requires a return visit in which we can assess whether or not a student or employee has scored higher on the TB quiz.  86 students were able to complete the  TB pre test which included four questions about TB (some students were unable to understand the test due to language or other barriers. All students are offered a TB fact sheet to read before they return to take the post test.  83 students were able to complete the post test which consisted of the same four questions on TB. Results included:

· 51 students scored 0-3 on the pre test

· 53 students scored 1-4 on the post test

· 6 students scored 4 on the pre test and did not take the post test.

In August 2007, I began providing Blood Pressure Education sheets to those clients that come in for B.P. checks.  70% of these clients are employees.  Once the client returns I ask them to tell me 3 activities to maintain their blood pressure, besides taking a medicaton.  I will formalize this process with the attached flow sheet.  I also will be utilizing the nutrition sheet for improving client nutrional status.

The three learning outcomes will be:

1. Clients will score higher on the TB post test after they are given TB education.

2. Clients will be able to state three measures to lower their BP after they are given the BP education sheet.

3. Clients will be able to state three measures to improve their nutritional status after they monitor one weeks of dietary intake and nutritional information.
