Laney president Dr. Opsata explained how bonds work and where the money is coming 
from to build the new library, renovate the Laney theatre new locker rooms, and other 
repairs around Laney College. She explained that Laney Tower’s infrastructure is poor 
because of failing plumbing, failing elevators that cost millions to repair, and the HVAC 
that is not operable. Dr Opsata announced that Puente, Undocumented center, and 
Umoja center are moving to either the 3rd or 4th floor in the student center. Not the 1st 
floor of the student center. Feedback is always welcomed. ASLC will remain on the 4th 
floor. Dr. Opsata also mentioned that plans are still in the works since an Architecture 
has not been chosen. SDC wants the Architecture students to be involved to learn how 
professionals conduct their work.  
Basic Needs Center is concerned that due to being in the Student center 1st floor would 
have adverse effects due to less visibility by students. Basic needs was also worried 
about students feeling dejected because they have a room with no natural sunlight. 
Students noticed that only Basic needs and other impacted students of color resources 
are being put into the basement of the student center.  
Another student brought up that the Laney Village was never supposed to be long term 
but now seems it is going to be long term.  
Dr. Opsata said that all these changes are going to be temporary and would need the 
potential Architect to provide answers to more of the questions.
