MathXL (optional):
You will have to purchase an access code, online at MathXL.com to access this website (couldn’t get it at the bookstore).  It can be used in lieu of at textbook.  You will have access to the textbook and can complete homework assignments through MathXL.com.  The course ID for the class I created in MathXL is: XL2C-C1UO-401Z-0CU2  (notice: the first O is the letter o and the last two 0’s are both zeroes)
Description of Class:  This class is one of the first transferable math courses.  It is assumed (and required) that you have taken Intermediate Algebra and that you have passed this course or that you have successfully completed the pre-stats course at CCSF (Math 45).  In this class you will be expected to understand and apply the concepts presented in the text as well as perform calculations.  We will be covering parts I – V (about 22 chapters) and the supplement.  Calculators are very useful tools, and really are necessary in computing values in this course.  You MUST have a calculator for homework, quizzes and tests when needed and you may NOT use your cell phone in class as a calculator on tests/quizzes!!!  In this course, the importance is not on just obtaining correct numerical solutions, but showing me how you get to the right answer and explaining in context what your answers mean.

· Homework:  There will be daily homework assignments that will not be collected.  I have homework sheets for both editions of the textbook that you can find on our website.  If you wish to use the MathXL website, you must purchase an access code on www.mathxl.com.  The homework is graded as you complete it online, but I will not be grading any written homework.  There is usually NOT enough time to go over homework questions in class, but the work we do in class should support the homework.  
· MathXL:  Other things to know about MathXL.  I have also posted videos, Power Point Slides, Animations and other helpful Videos (and podcasts) along with your homework.  You can also access the textbook and get help solving your homework problems.  There are helpful buttons that will show you how to solve problems step-by-step, along with a button that you can use to send me the problem you are working on with questions to ask me for help.  It is super awesome…and I think you can learn a LOT from using it and it will give you bonus support for our shortened summer class.
Quizzes: We will have a total of 4 Quizzes that will last 30-60 minutes.  Our Quiz dates will be 6/17, 6/24, 7/8, and 7/15.  You may not take quizzes early and there will be no make-up quizzes.  I post grades and solutions on our website after each quiz.  You are allowed to work with a partner on your quiz.  Your lowest Quiz score will be dropped.
· Tests: We will have a total of 2 tests that will last the entire class period.  Our test dates will be 7/1, and 7/22.  You may not take tests early and there will be no make-up tests.  I post grades and solutions on our website after each exam.  No test score will be dropped.  Test will be taken individually.
Attendance:  You should come to class.  I will usually take attendance.  If you miss a test, you will be in danger of being dropped.  I am not required to drop you, though, so if you want to drop, it is your responsibility to drop yourself.  The last day to drop with a “W” is July 13th.
Classroom Expectations: 
· Turn off cell phones during class time.  If you desperately need to use it, go outside.  DO NOT disrupt class with your cell phone use.  If you answer your phone or talk on your phone during an exam, I will give you a 0 for your exam.  NO CELL PHONES CAN BE USED AS CALCULATORS DURING TESTS!!!! 
· Be respectful to everyone in class.  Do not talk or be loud when it is not appropriate.

· Do not cheat.  If you do not know what this means, come and talk to me or look it up in the dictionary.  Examples of cheating are helping someone on an exam or quiz, copying another student’s test or quiz, or using outside material on a test or quiz when it is not allowed by your instructor.  Remember that if you are talking during an exam or quiz, you can expect that I will interpret this as cheating – do not talk with other students during an exam or quiz, talk to me.  If I catch you cheating, you will receive an F in the course.

Math Help:
Math is an interactive subject.  If you have problems doing homework, most likely you will have problems with tests and quizzes.  I suggest that you form study groups from class and work together.  I will make a voluntary roster of students in this class; please use this resource!  You may also email me questions and come to office hours.  There are some on-campus resources where you can get help that you may not know about.  The Ocean campus has a tutorial center where you can get help…for FREE!  It’s located in the library.  Please check it out and go there regularly if you feel like you need some extra help.  If you’d like to see the schedule of tutors, you can find it here:  www.ccsf.edu/lac/tutoring. 
In the past, there was a book loan program on campus where you could borrow our textbook for the summer.  I recommend checking out this service to see if it exists this summer as well.  It’s free and located in the student center.  You can also find the old edition of the textbook online for really cheap.  I put a link to this on our website.
As I mentioned earlier, MathXL has a TON of student support embedded in it.  You can see if you got a problem right or not immediately, and you can redo problems until you get them correct.  You can see already worked out examples, the program will walk you step-by-step through problems and you can also email me the question you are working on and ask me for help!  There are videos, animations and Power Point Slides for you to view as well.
