A GUIDE TO WRITITNG A SCIENTIFIC LABORATORY REPORT.

Use the following format for writing laboratory reports. (Typed only please.)

Title of Experiment:
Objective:
Write a brief paragraph or sentence on the purpose of the experiment. (NOTE: This means what you expect to learn from the experiment.)

Materials and Reagents:
List the equipment and reagents used.
Procedure:
List step by step the important information needed to do the experiment. The instructions are clearly listed in your laboratory book. 

Note: You must list all the important steps so that anyone can repeat your experiment.
Results:
Record your observations during the laboratory period.

Make drawings at the size that you see them, with clear labels for parts identified. Include the total magnification (e.g. 1000X.)

Other data should be in table form.

Conclusion:
This is where you discuss your experiment. If it did not work, state precisely why you think it did not. Draw conclusions from what was observed only.
NOTE: The above guide is used in all scientific reports and is the basis for the scientific method. Nothing is proven without experimental evidence to back it up.
