OPTIMAL TIMELINE

PHASE 1 Apply for Dream Act

October 1 - March 2

Student logs onto
student portal at each
school to review and
accept each financial
aid offer. Follows

up with CSAC, if
necessary.

Student calculates
each college's costs
and develops a per
semester/quarter
and per year budget,

including any

scholarships.

Student accepts
financial aid, informs
school of any pending
scholarships, and
confirms tuition is
deferred, so classes
will not be dropped.

School confirms
residency and
AB 540/ SB 68
eligibility

School will send the student:

a) Available funds after tuition and fees are
paid (via direct deposit, check or credit);

OR
b) A bill for the balance that is still outstanding.
